OR    1. Your Council did send youth to YSDC in 2009 and 
         2. Your Council sends at least four youth to YSDC in 2010 
       Then your council will receive one YSDC Scholarship for the 4th youth to attend YSDC in 2010. 
 
How: 
Recruit at least two to four NYLT youth staff to attend YSDC in 2010.  Complete the YSDC application form 
and check the appropriate boxes to apply.   The YSDC Application is located at www.NYLT-YSDC.org. 
 
YSDC Purpose: 
YSDC is for youth who staff their Council NYLT course. It is an intensive one-week course led by and taught 
by youth from across the Northeast Region. These Scouts are the best of the best. Their commitment is to help 
other Scouts develop and grow life-long leadership skills. YSDC is a one-week course offered during the 
second and third weeks of July at Yard’s Creek Scout Reservation in New Jersey.

• First Class rank or above 
• Fourteen years of age by the opening day of course, but not yet 18; or 21 if a Venturer. 
• Willingness to take back to your Council NYLT the knowledge and skills acquired at YSDC
