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OVERVIEW

This kit has been designed to simplify the visitation process for Cub Scout, Boy Scout, and Venturing resident camps.
These forms were designed so that during any part of the accreditation process, teams may visit different parts of camp

simultaneously. These forms are available only as a part of this kit; hard copies may not be ordered separately. The forms
are also available on the Web at MyBSA.

If a council operates a Cub Scout, Boy Scout, and/or Venturing resident camp at the same facility, and one camp has been
reviewed by a visitation team, the additional camp programs operated are visited using the specific program standards and
camp personnel standards that apply to the camp. Plans and procedures, facilities, and equipment need not be reviewed again
unless there are changes in these items made especially for the other camp. All camps are subject to be reviewed for any and all
standards on the second visit. If the council decides to add a program requiring accreditation after precamp inspection and/or
on-site visitation, the program must be approved by Outdoor Programs before implementation.

1. The Postcamp/Precamp Inspection Checklist (No. 430-310) is used to evaluate the condition of camp properties and facilities at
the close (postcamp) of season or opening (precamp) of the next season. Postcamp inspections are recommended because they
permit the maximum amount of time to address any action items identified during the inspection. Sufficient time must be available
to meet the March 1 deadline for submitting the Application for Operating a Resident Camp or Program Facility (No. 430-311).

2. The Application for Operating a Resident Camp or Program Facility for 2010 (No. 430-311) and the Postcamp/Precamp Inspection
Checklist (No. 430-310) are to be submitted to the national office for approval by March 1 of the current camping season.

3. Section | of the 2010 Resident Camp Standards (No. 430-111) provides instructions for the visitation process, postcamp/
precamp inspection, and on-site visitation. The council precamp meeting is scheduled at the discretion of the area/region if the
camp was conditionally accredited the previous year.

e A summary of changes for the 2010 standards is in 430-111.
e Section Il contains the 2010 resident camp standards; “M” denotes a Mandatory standard. These standards must be

met to open and operate camp. The remaining are quality standards, and the camp must meet a specific number of these
standards to achieve national accreditation. There are six groups of standards, and two of those have subgroups. They are:

4.The 2010 National Camp Standards Rating Scoresheet (No. 430-312) is an NCR (carbonless) paper form and is completed at

the end of the visitation process by an area representative and should be submitted to the national office within five days of
the visitation date.

It is strongly suggested that the camp use a notebook to expedite both the
precamp meeting (if required) and the on-site visitation process.
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
